Easter Sunday

Today is Easter Sunday. The
Church celebrates the resurrection
of Jesus Christ as well as the rebirth
of Christians at their baptism.

Easter commemorates that Jesus
has risen from the dead. It also
reminds us that we have regained
our life in Christ. The first reading,
from the Acts of the Apostles,
recounts the baptism of Cornelius by
Peter. Cornelius, a non-Jew, was a
centurion with the Roman Legion.
His baptism signifies that salvation
would also extend to the Gentiles
and all men. In his letter to the
Colossians in today’s second
reading, Paul exhorts us to live a
new life together with the risen
Christ and set our minds on “things
that are above”.

In the gospel, John emphasizes that
the apostles “as yet did not
understand the scriptures that Jesus
must rise from the dead”. We need
to ask ourselves if we also

understand this part of the scriptures.

The true meaning of Easter perhaps
may be reflected in the Opening
Prayer:

“God our Father, by raising Christ
your Son, you conquered the
power of death and opened for
us the way to eternal life. Let our
celebration today raises us up
and renew our lives by the Spirit
within us .... Amen”.

Alleluia!

We begin in Rome today where
Pope Francis reflected on the
Paschal Triduum during his weekly
General Audience and invited
Christians to be instruments of
redemption and hope for all our
suffering brothers and sisters.

In his weekly catechesis, the Pope
told the crowd that the climax of the
Church’s liturgical year is proclaimed
at Easter Sunday Mass. The
Triduum, he said, renews baptized
Christians in the meaning, of their
New condition

“In Baptism, we are raised
with Jesus, and we die to
the things of this world.”

He concluded his audience by
inviting all Christians to live well the
Holy Triduum, and to be more
inserted into the mystery of Christ’s
death and resurrection.

“May the Virgin Mary,” the
Pope said, “accompany us
on this spiritual journey. She,
who followed Jesus in his
passion. She, who was
present with Him under the
Cross, and she, who
received in her mother’s
heart the joy of the
resurrection.”

Also at the General Audience today,
a story about a young boy from Ohio
who, being recently cured of
leukemia, received a wish from the
Pope that he never imagined
possible. CNS has this story.

Here in Toronto, Cardinal Thomas
Collins has just released his Easter

message and Holy Week invitation
for all to come and celebrate the
heart of our Catholic faith and the
beauty of Holy Week.

Universal Judgment": New
immersive show focuses

on Michelangelo and Sistine Chapel

A new production combines
innovation and tradition to lead
younger generations to a new
appreciation of one of the greatest
works of art of all time - the Sistine
Chapel.

The famous Last Judgment by
Michelangelo is the centrepiece of a
new, fully-immersive “live show”
which was presented on Monday at
the Auditorium Conciliazione in
Rome.

A fully immersive spectacle
Entitled “Universal Judgment:
Michelangelo and the secrets of the
Sistine Chapel,” the immersive

spectacle features live-
performances, 4k projections, and
brilliant special effects. The four-part
show was produced by Marco Balich,
a director and producer famed for
organizing ceremonies at the
Olympic games.

A strong emotional impact
“Universal Judgment” is the first
production of Balich’s “Artainment”
company, combining art and
entertainment “to educate and
amuse, in order to realize the full
and harmonious development of the
human person,” according to
Monsignor Dario Edoardo Vigano,
Prefect of the Vatican’s Secretariat
for Communication. The show
features a theme song composed by
pop star Sting, as well as dancers
and acrobats, and an impressive
sound system. “We want to imbue
the fruition of a work of art with a
strong emotional impact,” said
Balich, “using the codes that relate
to the younger generations that have
grown up with Play Station, that go
to the movies in 3D, watch Nefflix,
but are on the other hand almost
distracted with respect to this
wonderful artistic patrimony.”

With the collaboration of the
Vatican Museums

The Vatican Museums offered their
expertise to ensure the accuracy of
the presentation. Experts from the
Vatican helped recreate the frescoes
of the Sistine Chapel, and offered
critical perspective on the
relationships between Michelangelo
and Popes Julius Il and Clement VII;
as well as explaining the process of
papal conclaves.

The nine-million-euro production will
open at the Auditorium Conciliazione
on Thursday, with two shows per
day for at least a year. However, it is
hoped that the show will become a
permanent fixture in Rome.
