Walking by Faith not by Sight

The kingdom of God is here! When
Jesus said this, He was present and
hence the words could be almost
taken literally. But now in the age of
the church: What do the words
mean? Quite a few people will say-
the kingdom of God is

certainly not the church.

They are perfectly right because the
two, namely the kingdom of God and
the church are two different things.
The church, however, has to bear
witness to the Kingdom of God.
When we are scandalized by some
of the things that are happening in
the church, we must remember, the
church is not perfect but called to
perfection. The reign of God is a
hidden reality. Today’s bible reading
deals with the church and her
expectation in Hope.

] the Lord have brought
down the high tree,
and exalted the low tree:
and have dried up the green
tree, and have caused the dry
tree to flourish.”

In the first reading, Ezekiel consoled

his troubled and despairing fellow
citizen with the promise of God’s
kingdom to come. It will be a
kingdom of prosperity and peace
with a Messiah, an anointed king, as
God'’s vice regent to rule them. Have
Hope! It is now a tender shoot but it
will grow. God can do whatever
seems impossible

When there is this attitude of
hopefulness, one can understand
the response: “O Lord, it is good to
give thanks to you.”

Christian hope implies uncertainty
and requires patience. God's Word
is the seed within us, scattered in
the ground by Jesus Christ. It should
bear fruit. But we have to be patient.
It is often the case that the church
does not bear abundant harvest
right now. Some members get
disillusioned and leave the church.

The reign of God - justice, love,
fidelity and peace — is submitted to
the slow process of growing (a
mustard seed). Its fully realized
splendor will appear only in the
world to come. Meanwhile we hope
in patience. If you want to improve
the church, start with yourself.

How are we to do this? The second
reading gives us an insight. We walk
by faith, not by sight. Paul had this
kind of confidence. He was not
afraid of suffering and trials, or even
dangers. Like the heroes of faith in
Hebrew 11, Paul looked to the
heavenly city and governed his life
by eternal values. Not all members
of our community do things our way.
Do not blame them! Perhaps there
will be fewer surprises when we
come before the throne of God, and
our lives are revealed for all to see.

Why Pray the Rosary

Why does God wish us to pray to
Mary?

We pray to Mary because she is the
Mother of God and her prayers are
very powerful (Jn.2: 1 -11). When we
pray the Hail Mary we combine
worship of God and honor of
Mary. We combine both our prayers
to God and her prayers to God. We
do not worship Mary; we only
worship God. When we pray to Mary
we honor her as the Mother of God,
and as our Spiritual Mother.

When we need help the most, we
not only go directly to God by
ourselves, we ask others to pray
for us and with us. When we pray
the Rosary, we have Mary, the Holy
Mother of God, pray to God for us
and with us.

God wishes us to honor Mary
because of her special role in God's
plan of salvation. He wished her to
contribute to the redemption of man,
just as much as Eve contributed to
the fall of man. As a father is filled
with joy at the love and respect
others give to his children, so too is
God the Father overjoyed and seeks
for us to honor His daughter Mary,
the mother of His Son Jesus.

Why should we pray the Rosary?
Because it has been used and
encouraged for centuries by the
greatest saints and Popes, and
because of its good effects - like a
good tree it bears good fruit
(Mt.7:17). Also, because of the 15
Promises of Mary to Christians
who pray it and because she
appeared at Lourdes and Fatima to
ask us to pray the Rosary. The
Rosary has helped and changed
thousands of lives, why not give it a
chance to help yours?

How do we pray the Rosary?

By meditating on the 15 mysteries,
by praying ten Hail Mary’s on the
beads, and one Our Father and the
Glory Be at each mystery.

How do we meditate on the
Mysteries of the Rosary?

We meditate on the mysteries of the
rosary by using our imagination to
picture the mystery occurring right in
front of us. Then we keep this image
fresh in our minds as we say the
Hail Mary prayers. As we meditate
we repeat our prayers, as Jesus did
(Mt.26:44).

In the Rosary, we basically say,
"Jesus and Mary, | love you" over
again and again. As we do, we grow
in our love of God. Saying, "l love
you" never grows old. When we truly
love, it just grows deeper.
How should we start to pray the
Rosary on a daily basis? By praying
just a decade, one mystery with 10
Hail Mary's each day until we feel
we want to pray more.
