What God has joined together,

The theme of today's scripture
readings is on family life. The first
reading, from the Book of Genesis,
is a prelude to the gospel which
talks about sanctity of marriage and
receiving of children - the fruits of a
marital union. Man and woman are
described in Genesis as an
inseparable couple through God's
words: “It is not good for man to be
alone; | will make a suitable partner
as his helper”. Thus, a human being
is not created to exist and live alone
as an island. A person cannot live in
love if he just lives by himself.

God is Love. He creates man,
imprints His love on man so that the
latter can live in love. That is why
God created a woman alongside the
man in Genesis! The story of
creation ends with the statement
that “therefore a man leaves his
father and his mother and clings to

his wife, and they become one flesh”.

This clearly affirms that the union of
a man and a woman is formed by
love, that it is the origin of the family
and that the two becomes one in the
family.

Jesus declares that “what God has
joined together, let no one divide!”
The vision of a loving family is also
unveiled to us in today's gospel
when Jesus teaches us that children
must be accepted and loved.
