 Son of David, have mercy on me! 
 
Today's gospel is on Jesus' miracle 
of healing the blind man in Jericho. It 
is a story on prayers, on trust in God 
and on following Christ. On hearing 
that Jesus of Nazareth was passing 
by, a blind beggar Bartimaeus cried 
out repeatedly: “Jesus, Son of David, 
have mercy on me!” He was right to 
plead for mercy as Jesus is our 
merciful Messiah. Jesus had 
compassion on him and said to the 
people, “Call him to come over 
here.” Bartimaeus then regained his 
sight and followed Jesus on the way. 
 
The first reading truly reminds us 
that the Lord has saved his own 
people, the remnants of Israel. Thus 
says the Lord: I will bring them from 
the land of the north, and gather 
them from the farthest parts of the 
earth, among them the blind and the 
lame, those with child and those in 
labour.” And the second reading 
speaks about our high priest who is 
able to deal gently with the ignorant 
and wayward. The blind in today's 
gospel no doubt represents the 
ignorant and those who have gone 
astray. These people are dwelling in 
darkness, unable to see the light; 
but they can always count on God's 
mercy and be saved.

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Halloween, Feast of  All Saints & All Souls  

萬聖節、諸聖節、追思已亡節 

The root word of Halloween - ''hallow'' - 
means ''holy.'' The suffix "een" is an 
abbreviation of "evening." It refers to the 
Eve of All Hallows, the night before the 
Christian holy day that honors saintly 
people of the past. 
 
All Saints' Day is celebrated the first day 
of November while All Souls' Day is 
celebrated November 2. 
 
All Saints Day is "a celebration of the 
communion of saints, those people we 
believe are in heaven, through good 
works and God's grace." It was formally 
started by Pope Boniface IV, who 
consecrated the Pantheon at Rome to the 
Virgin Mary and all the Martyrs on May 13 
in 609 AD. Boniface IV also established 
All Souls' Day, which follows All Saints. 
 
The holy day was eventually established 
on November 1 by Pope Gregory III in the 
mid-eighth century as a day dedicated to 
the saints and their relics. The May 13 
celebration was subsequently 
abandoned. 
 
Following the establishment of the 
Frankish Empire, and following the reign 
of Charlemagne, the holy day, which was 
already celebrated on November 1, 
became a holy day of obligation by 
decree of Pope Gregory IV and Louis the 
Pious, who was king over a portion of 
Charlemagne's former empire. 
 
"All Saints' Day and All Souls' Day are 
related, but they are two separate 
celebrations. On All Saints' Day there's a 
call to live as saints, to remind us how 
we're supposed to live. On All Souls' Day, 
we're talking about all souls and asking 
God's mercy for them. We're talking 
about those people who have died before 
us, and their process of getting to 
heaven, through Christ."

但是我們可以依靠耶穌的同情，這樣

我們就可以走上得救之路。 

 

遇到祂，跟隨祂。如此這位瞎子成了

做基督弟子的榜樣。對我們也一樣，

當我們面臨困境時，我們應該向耶穌

祈禱，堅忍不拔，執著地祈禱；滿懷

萬聖節(Halloween) 
萬聖節可能是愛爾蘭口音「諸聖節」之夜（All Hallows Eve 萬聖節前夕)

的誤讀。公元五世紀，愛爾蘭人以 11 月 1 日為新年，該假日的發音亦近

似「SOW EN」。古時，愛爾蘭人以 10 月 31 日及 11 月 1 日間，宇宙法

則暫停，去世亡靈會回來，故有習俗生者穿上奇裝異服，遊行驅鬼。 

天主教會於九至十世紀漸漸以 11 月 1 日紀念各位聖人，11 月 2 日追思所

有亡者，並為他們祈禱。當時，在歐洲，有為亡者布施糖果的習慣，接受

者則答應以「為亡者祈禱」回報。於是發展出孩子們到各家索取「萬聖

節」糖果的習慣。 
 

諸聖節 11 月 1 日 (All Saints Day) 
早期，基督徒習慣在殉道者致命的地方，舉行隆重的追思紀念；到了第四

世紀時，彼此鄰近的教區開始交替地慶祝這些慶節，並將聖髑分開轉送到

各地；同時，也開始加入一些共同的節慶。 

 

一般來說，同一批殉道者是在同一天致命的，因此同時紀念是很自然的

事。但是，到了羅馬刁克仙皇帝（Diocletian）的時代，大舉屠殺和逮捕

基督徒的結果，使得殉道者的人數急劇加增，於是原先單日紀念一批殉道

者的作法便已不敷使用；況且，教會也認為每位殉道者應都享有適當的敬

禮，因此便為所有殉道者指定了一個共同的節日予以紀念。最初，這慶日

只紀念所有的殉道者與洗者若翰；稍後，列品程序建立後，其他聖人才一

一逐漸加入。 

 

早在主後 411 年時，迦采東的教會年曆(Chaldean Calendar)就有這類特

別的紀念了，名為「Commemoratio Confessorum」，時間是在復活節後

的第一個星期五；稍後，到了第七世紀的初期，由於聖人的遺塚，在掠奪

者的搜刮下，早被破壞殆盡。於是，教宗邦尼法斯四世（Pope Boniface 

IV）便以 28 輛的馬車，收集聖人們的骨骸，將其重葬在羅馬人奉獻給眾

神的「諸神殿」（Pantheon）之下；並在 610 年的 5 月 13 日，將此「諸

神殿」（Pantheon）奉獻給童貞聖母與所有殉道聖者，並且規定每年都

應如此紀念。 

 

按可敬者伯達（Venerable Bede）的描述，當時教宗的想法就是：「原先

人們在該處所崇敬的是魔鬼而非諸神；但以後，人們要在此處紀念這些殉

道的諸聖了。」(On the Calculati of Time)最後，把慶日固定在 11月 1 日

舉行的是教宗額我略三世（Pope Gregory III,731-741），他首先在聖伯

多祿大殿裡，將一座小堂奉獻給諸聖，且把紀念日期固定在每年的 11 月

1 日。至於普世教會在此日紀念諸聖，則是教宗額我略四世(Gregory 

IV,827-844）在位時達成的，因為是他將這原本屬於地方性的慶祝，推廣

至整個教會裡慶祝的。 

 

追思已亡  11 月 2 日 (All Souls Day) 
11月 2日，天主教會定為追思亡者節，教會早期已普遍有為亡者祈禱的習

慣。至於為亡者祈禱的慶日，則始於 998年，為法國本篤會克呂尼修道院

的院長聖奧德來(Odilo of Cluny)所引進。本篤會會士習慣在 11月 1日的

晚課中為亡者誦經，受這傳統所影響，後來教會把 11月 2日定為追思亡

者節。教會希望教友為已亡的靈魂祈禱，希望他們早登天國。
