Today marks the start of the Season
of Advent.

However desperate or
stormy situations we may be in,
know that Christ, with his mystical
power and might, will intervene and
save us from all harm.

Advent is likewise a time to foster
the spirit of love and mission.

This initiative has been organized by Catholic charity Aid to the Church
in Need in association with Christian Solidarity Worldwide, and as ACN'’s
Head of Press and Information (UK), they want to, “shine a light on those
parts of the world where Christians and others are persecuted for their
faith and where it's clear that not enough attention is being given to their
plight. So, what we’ve done is to select the color of red which is associated
with the color of martyrdom. So, we’re thinking of all those who carry their
cross in a time of enormous difficulty and who sometimes have to pay the
ultimate price...”

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The Drama of Life Before Birth

In 1985, when | was just a little girl, my mother came across a LIFE magazine that had been
published in 1965. The cover featured an amazing photograph of life inside the womb and _
the caption, DRAMA OF LIFE BEFORE BIRTH. Even though | was only about 5-years-old, it [JRERE_—_—
had a profound affect on my life. 3

This LIFE magazine cover photo was photographed by Lennart Nilsson. He used a specially
built wide-angle lens and a tiny flash beam at the end of a surgical scope to film the con-
ception, growth, and birth of the unborn baby. | was fascinated by the photos depicting the
beauty of the little one growing and developing in the womb.

When | was 19 years old, my oldest son was born. At age 24, | gave birth to my second son,
and at 25, my daughter was born, followed by, at age 28, my youngest son. | am a single
mom now. | devote my life to God and my family. Some trusted doctors, and many in our society will tell young, single,
mothers-to-be that a fetus—the growing baby she carries—is not really a human being, and that life could be easier for her
if she chooses not to give birth.
