Second Sunday of
Advent
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Prepare the Way of the Lord

Today is the Second Sunday of
Advent, and the Church reminds us
to have faith in God and to be ready
for the coming of the Lord.

In the first reading, prophet Baruck
reaffirms God's faithfulness to his
people. He assures the lIsraelites in
exile in Babylon that the Lord will
pave the way for their eventual
return to their homeland.

Today's gospel shows that God is
fulfilling his promise to send the
Messiah to his people. Echoing
Isaiah's prophecy, John the Baptist
exhorts us to prepare ourselves for
the Lord's coming. We should heed
his advice to prepare the way of the
Lord, straighten his paths and fill up
the valleys. During Advent, we need
to reflect upon ourselves how we
can change our wayward or
indifferent attitudes and mend our
way of life.

In the second reading, Paul asks the
Philippians to trust in God. "I am
confident that the one who began
the good work among you will
bring it to completion by the day
of Jesus Christ.”, says Paul.

He wishes that all of us, through
Christ, may produce the harvest of
righteousness and give glory and
praise to God. We trust that, by the
grace of God, our effort and good
work will bear fruit in due time. We
also recognize with humility that we
can hardly bear any fruits of faith
without God’s graces.
