Rejoice in the Lord #*

Rejoice in the Lord always! This is
the message of today's Liturgy of
the Word. Who else can we turn to
for unfailing love and mercy but to
our Lord Jesus Christ? Let our
hearts be filled with joy in this
season of advent as we prepare for
Our Lord's coming.

The first reading begins with:
"Rejoice, O daughter Zion; shout, O
Israel!” The message is similar to
that delivered by archangel Gabriel
to Mary: "Hail, full of grace!" This is
the joy of salvation and so let Mary's
joy echo in our hearts as well.

"Rejoice in the Lord always!
The Lord is near!”

Nothing can keep us apart from
Christ except our sinfulness.
However, even when we have
sinned against him, our merciful lord
is still at hand, hoping and waiting
for us to turn back to him. In his
letter to the Philippines, Paul imparts
to them the peace of the Lord, which
surpasses all understanding and
which will guard their hearts and
minds in Christ Jesus.

“lI baptize you with water;
but one who is more
powerful than | is coming.
He will baptize you with the
Holy Spirit and fire.”

In today's gospel, John proclaims
that the Lord is near. We need not
fear him coming. Instead, we should
prepare for his coming with joy and
eager anticipation.

“Sand Nativity” and Christmas

tree  of St.

unveiled

The Nativity scene in sand and the
Christmas tree in the middle of St.
Peter's Square in Rome were
inaugurated during a ceremony in
the evening of November 7.

Peter's Square

This year’s Sand Nativity scene and
the Christmas tree of Rome’s St.
Peter's Square was inaugurated
Friday evening during an impressive
ceremony that included Christmas
carols, folk dances and band music.

Hundreds of people, including
Church dignitaries applauded as
curtains were pulled down revealing
the 16-meter wide depiction of the
birth of Jesus made entirely of sand
and dubbed the "Sand Nativity."

The bas-relief sand sculpture of the
Nativity scene is a gift of the Italian
seaside resort town of Jesolo, north
of Venice, and the Patriarchate of
Venice. Over 700 tons of sand from
the beach of Jesolo was compacted
to create the 16-meter wide and 5-
meter tall Nativity sculpture covering
25 square meters.

The some 23-meter tall red fir
Christmas tree next to the crib, that
was illuminated during the ceremony,
is a gift of Italy’s Friuli-Venezia Giulia
region and the diocese of
Concordia-Pordenone.
