The Mystery of Christmas

The three readings of today’s
Liturgy of the Word are all related to
the mystery of Christmas. The
gospel is on Mary’s visit to her
cousin Elizabeth. Filled with the Holy
Spirit, Elizabeth readily recognizes
Mary as the Mother of God:

“How is it that | have the honor of
being visited by the mother of my
Lord?” The Visitation reveals to us
the true message of Christmas. It
showers on us God’s infinite love,
mercy and bounty with the gift of
Jesus being born and living in our
midst. The mystery of Christmas is
really a mystery of divine grace per
the words of Apostle John.

“For God so loved the world that
he gave his only Son, so that
everyone who believes in him
might not perish but might have

eternal life.”
John 3:16

Prophet Micah foretells in the first
reading the birthplace of our Savior.
It is in a little and unassuming Israeli
town called Bethlehem that God
unfolds to us his plan of salvation.

The second reading shows that
Jesus comes to this world and
willingly obeys his Father's Will. He
makes it clear that the Father neither
desires nor takes pleasure in burnt
offerings and sin offerings.

12 Days from Christmas

to Epiphany
After Advent, traditionally,
Christmas celebrations

started on Christmas Day
and lasted for 12 Days - so
they were known as The 12
Days of Christmas!

The celebrations finished on
the evening of 5th January,

which is better known as Twelfth Night. Following Twelfth Night, on
6th January, is Epiphany, when people remember the Wise Men
(also sometimes called the Three Kings) who visited Jesus when
he was a baby; and the Baptism of Jesus when he was an adult.

Epiphany/Twelfth Night is also the time when it was traditional to
take your Christmas decorations down - although some people
leave them up until Candlemas.
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Christmas or Xmas

Christmas is actually derived from the word Cristemasse which is
an abbreviated version of the word Cristesmaesse. Cristesmeesse
was first recorded as being used in 1038. Then in 1131 the use of
this word had changed to Cristes-messe.

Christ comes from the Greek word Xpiot6g (Khristos), which is a
translation of the word from hebrew n'win (Masiah). This when
translated into English means "Messiah". As for "Mas" this is
actually a shortened version of mass.

Christmas comes from Christ-Mass.

Xmas is the first letter of the Greek word for Christ and Mass.

Christmas

You might think that Christmas ends when you take the Christmas
Decorations down - but it doesn't! After both Christmas and the season
of Epiphany, the end of the Christmas celebrations come on February
2nd, 40 days after Christmas, with Candlemas.

Candlemas, also known as the 'Presentation of the Lord (at the
Temple)' or the 'Feast of the Purification of the Virgin (or Mary)' is the
day when some Christians remember the time when Mary and Joseph
took the baby Jesus to the Jewish Temple in Jerusalem to give thanks
to God for giving them a son (Luke 2:22—40)..

The name Candlemas comes from 'Candle Mass' because in many
Candlemas services, the candles are blessed to be used in churches
during the coming year or are given out to people for them to use in
their homes and private prayers.
