Easter Sunday

“This is the day the Lord has made;
let us rejoice and be glad. The
Lord’s right hand has triumphed; his
right hand raised me. | shall not die;
| shall live and recount his deeds.”
(Ps. 118:16-17 & 24)

The above psalm aptly reflects the
meaning of our Easter celebrations
today: Christ has conquered death,
and his resurrection brings us new
life. We must therefore stay away
from sin, lead a new life to follow
Christ and set our minds on things
that are above. The resurrection of
Jesus is the fundamental faith of all
Christians upon which we are
baptized. By faith, we die with
Christ and are buried with him, but
we also rise from the dead with him
when we receive our new life in
baptism.

As we celebrate Easter today, we
also commemorate the baptism of
all Christians. Our faith is built on
two solid foundations: scriptural
prophecies and testimony from eye-
withesses. The apostles are eye-
withesses personally chosen by our
Lord. In the first reading, Peter
testifies about the Risen Christ when
he baptized Cornelius and his family
(Acts 10:34 & 37-43).

The apostles initially failed to

understand the meaning of the
Passion of Christ. They were
frightened, bewildered and
disheartened when Jesus was

arrested, tried, scourged and put to
death. They practically deserted
Jesus, and Peter even denied him
three times. Following the
resurrection of Christ, the apostles
suddenly had the courage to
proclaim the Risen Christ to the
people. They were willing and ready
to suffer persecution and death for
the sake of the gospel. So what
brings such a drastic change in them?

risen from the dead. The apostles
experienced so much joy in their
encounters with the Risen Lord that
they felt obliged to share the
experience with others. Today’s
gospel vividly describes the events
that had unfolded on that very
morning of Easter Sunday, and
shows how the minds of John and
Peter were abruptly opened when
they saw the empty tomb. Today’s
second reading is taken from
Colossians 3:1-4, with alternative
reading from 1 Corinthians 5:6-8.
Both passages exhort us to abandon
our past sinful or imperfect ways of
life, to look upon our Risen Christ
and to set our minds on things that
are above. Christ's resurrection
signals the end of darkness and the
beginning of a new dawn.

No doubt, we will still face trials and

tribulations in our lives, but let the
following prayer be our
encouragement and consolation

amid all the struggles and turmoil
that we may encounter: “Heavenly
Father, by raising Christ your Son,
you conquered the power of death
and opened for us the way to eternal
life. Let our celebration today raises
us up and renew our lives by the
Spirit that is within us. Grant this
through our Lord Jesus Christ your
Son, who lives and reigns with you
and the Holy Spirit, one God, forever
and ever. Amen.”

At the height of his physical suffering, his love prevails and He asks His Father to forgive! Luke is the only gospel
writer to record this saying. “Be good and understanding, mutually forgiving one another as God forgave you in
Christ.” Ephesians 4:32

Being with the Lord is the greatest blessing. Blessed are the merciful, for they shall obtain mercy. Although the
criminal is not baptized, he is a truly saved person.

Jesus spoke it directly to Mary, and to John. And having heard it, John knew that no one ever loved, cared like

The other three Gospels do not record Jesus saying, “It is finished.” They mentioned that Jesus cried out loudly
(Matthew 27:50; Mark 15:37; Luke 23:46). However, John only said the last words of Jesus were " It is
accomplished". The sixth word is Jesus' recognition that his suffering is over and his task is completed. Jesus is
obedient to the Father and gives his love for mankind by redeeming us with His death on the Cross.

Jesus died unlike any other person. His life was not taken. He gave it up. Just like He said in John 10:18, "No man
takes My life from Me, but | lay it down of Myself. | have POWER to lay it down, and | have POWER to take it
again."

Since the 16th century The Seven Words Of Jesus On The Cross have been widely used in sermons on Good
Friday. They are an integral part of the liturgy in the Anglican, Catholic, Protestant, and other Christian traditions.

Haydn wrote The Seven Last Words of Christ on the Cross in 1786 in response to a commission from the bishop
of Spain’s Cadiz Cathedral. The bishop requested music to accompany the cathedral’s Good Friday service that
year. In addition to introductory and concluding sections, Haydn wrote a movement for each of Jesus’ last sayings
or utterances from the cross, creating a total of nine sections.
