In today’s gospel, Jesus speaks 
about stewardship. He tells his 
apostles the parable of the 
Dishonest Steward, in the full 
hearing of the Pharisees present.  
The parable talks about a steward, 
or manager, being given dismissal 
notice by his employer for having 
squandered his property. The 
steward then summoned his 
master’s debtors and reduced their 
debts. Says Jesus: “the master 
commended the dishonest steward 
because he had acted shrewdly; for 
the children of this world are more 
shrewd than the children of light in 
dealing with earthly things.”   
 
On the face, it does appear that the 
steward has, since the notice of his 
termination, been “generous with 
other people’s money”. He has been 
asked to provide an accounting, and 
yet he seems to continue 
squandering what belongs to his 
master. It is therefore unthinkable 
that Jesus not only fails to condemn 
the steward for his dishonesty; he 
even praises the latter’s handling of 
his master’s debts.   
 
Is it so? Well, not really! We need to 
understand the parable in the 
context of Palestinian customs and 
trading practices prevailing at Jesus’ 
time. It was quite common in those 
days for rich people to employ an 
agent or steward to manage their 
property and even their households 
as we may have noticed in a number 
of Jesus’ parables. It was also a 
common practice for such stewards 
to lend money or goods and charge 
exorbitant rates of interest, not 
unlike the “loan sharks” of today’s 
world. The stewards were allowed to 
pocket at least part of the interest on 
such loans as their commission or 
remuneration.   
 
Knowing that he will soon lose his 

job, the steward in the parable 
ponders his options and his future. 
He decides to build up better 
relationship with his master’s 
debtors by forgoing his own share of 
commission. 
 
Surely I will never forget any of their 
deeds. (Amos 8: 7) 
 
"Forgive and forget" is how the old 
saying goes. The Scriptures tell us 
instead to forgive and remember. 
The Lord forgives sins but the Lord 
also remembers. The steward in 
today's Gospel forgave part of the 
debts owed to the master but it is in 
his best interest to remember the 
lesson learned from his dishonesty. 
Forgive and remember. Learn from 
your own mistakes, remember and 
rejoice in the conversion of those 
who have asked for your forgiveness. 
He lowered the amount of his 
master’s  
 
transactions, thereby reducing the 
amount of debt on the debtors’ IOUs. 
In so doing, he is only giving away 
his own money, not his master’s 
(nowadays somewhat similar to 
salesmen of real estate, insurance, 
vehicles or other goods who agree 
to reduce their own commission in 
order to secure a deal with their 
clients). This explains why the 
steward is even commended by his 
master for his shrewdness. That is 
also why Jesus tells his apostles, as 
children of light, that they can learn 
from the children of this world, as 
represented in the parable by the 
steward.   
 
 Jesus in today’s gospel further 
gives us two pieces of advice: 
“Whoever is trustworthy in very 
small matters is also trustworthy in 
great ones; and whoever is 
dishonest in very small things is also 
dishonest in great ones;” and also: 
“no servant can serve two masters; 
he will either hate one and love the 
other, or be devoted to one and 
despise the other.  You cannot serve 
both God and money.”  So as 

Christians and children of light, we 
must not become slaves to wealth or 
materialism. We need to make good 
stewardship of our gifts, as well as 
the world’s wealth and resources at 
our disposal, to serve God and our 
brothers and sisters. It is only then 
that we are able to fulfill our mission 
on earth and to store up real 
treasures for ourselves in heaven.

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唸珠的起源 
《聖母聖詠》經俗稱：「玫瑰經」，是用珠子唸的經文，此詞由拉丁文的 Rosarium 而來，是由 Rosa 一就是「玫瑰

花」為根，因此 Rosarium 本意是「玫瑰花圃」或「一束玫瑰花」，今取意一連串的禱文，如一束玫瑰鮮花的馨香

和可愛，獻給天主和聖母瑪利亞臺前。這名詞是由西歐之使徒，道明會士聖文生、婓瑞 Saint Vincent Ferrer 推廣

開來的。「玫瑰經」是連串的經文，故用串珠子來唸，我們稱為「玫瑰唸珠」。 
 
教會初期，教友常用經珠來祈禱，尤其是曠野的隱修士們，他們在小亞細亞和北非洲一帶的曠野度隱修的生活，

終日祈禱，故有用些小石頭或繩結來數他們日中該唸的經文，初期教會史記載：隱居者聖保祿 St Paul the Hermit

每日裝上三百粒石子，每唸一段經文，即拋去一粒，拋完三百粒就是唸完一天的經文。類似的記載甚多。 
 
在第四世紀以後，隱修士漸多，由獨居的隱修士，活進為團體的隱修生活。他們每天的工作，主要是誦經祈禱，

唸一百五十篇的聖詠，不懂拉丁文的修士，便唸「天主經」來代替，誦唸一百五十遍「天主經」代替一百五十篇

的聖詠。凡遇有同道弟兄的死亡，不能作追思彌撒的應該唸一百五十篇聖詠去代替，不會唸聖詠的，就該唸「天

主經」。這是一般隱修士們的規矩。誦唸一百多遍的「天主經」自然要有一種方法來計算，隱修士便用繩結或石塊

製成聖珠來唸。他們便稱這種唸珠做「天主經」唸珠，或稱為「文盲者的日課經」。中世紀時，這種「天主經」唸

珠仍很盛行，時至今日從塚墓中有時可發掘出這些遺物。一百五十遍的「天主經」唸珠，到後來便能成一百五十

遍的聖母經唸珠也稱為「聖母經」唸珠。 
 

玫瑰經的進展 

初時的隱修士們唸「天主經」唸珠是一氣唸下的，後來，在愛爾蘭有人開始把唸珠的經文分成三段，每段五十

遍，當作補贖的經文唸，很快便傳到歐洲各地，在古手抄本內，我們可以看到這樣的記載：隱修士們應該為恩人

誦唸三份之二的聖詠或唸三份之二的唸珠經。 
 
十一世紀時，「天主經」唸珠在英國和愛爾蘭十分盛行，製造唸珠的成了一項小工業：造唸珠的人稱為 Pater-

noster，甚至倫敦有一條街道名 Paternoster Road，因為該道上幾乎都是製造或出售「天主經」唸珠的舖子。

1496 年，威尼斯駐倫敦大使曾記載說：他們（英國人）都去參加彌撒和公開頌唸「天主經」唸珠；女人的手也常

拿著長長的唸珠。 
 
我們說過：「天主經」串唸珠是代替唸一百五十篇聖詠而產生的，「聖母經」經珠也是代替唸一百五十篇聖詠而產

生的。讓我們首先說，什麼是「聖母聖詠」。 
 
聖母瑪利亞的地位在教會內，是崇高的，沒有一個熱心的信友不恭敬她，不孝愛她，不論是在公開的，或私下

的，常盡可能，給聖母瑪利亞加上至高的敬禮和懇切的呼求。天使佳播曾用極美麗的辭句稱讚她，於是熱心的信

徒，也用天使的話來讚美聖母，說：「萬福瑪利亞，妳充滿聖寵，主與妳同在」。十一世紀末，教會再把聖婦麗莎

向聖母致候的話：「妳在婦女中受讚美，妳的親子耶穌同受讚美。」加入天神的讚語後，而成為聖母經的前段。直

到十六世紀時，脫利騰大公會議再加「天主聖母瑪利亞，為我等罪人，今祈天主，及我等死後，阿們」。成為今日

的整篇聖母經。 
 
天使佳播的讚語，其實就是天主向聖瑪利亞的讚語，有那一句讚語能比「萬福瑪利亞，妳充滿聖寵，主與妳同

在」，更美妙呢！因此，熱心的教友們便不停地用這句讚語「萬福瑪利亞」來讚美聖母和效法天神佳播向她問安。

十二世紀時，這個敬禮已很普遍；尤其隱修士們，更用唸「天主經」唸珠的方法來唸「聖母經」唸珠。有一次唸

一百五十遍的，也有分為三部，每部份唸五十遍的。從這個轉換上，便有人產生創造「聖母聖詠」經的思想。 
 
 

玫瑰經的歷史 
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 …….玫瑰經的歷史 
 
十三世紀初，岡定堡主教德範當曾按聖詠方式寫成「聖母聖詠」經又另一位岡定堡主教，聖黎謨和聖文德曾追效，

文都拉之聖母詠共分三份，每部五十節，第一部的開端用 Ave；第二部份的開端用 Salve。第三部的開端用

Gaudeo 因此有些學者說這是玫瑰經分成三部奧跡的開始：歡喜、痛苦、榮福的起源。 
 

奧蹟默想 
一般學者的理論說，構成玫瑰經文，不單口誦的經，主要的一部是奧跡的默想。因此，倘一個人單誦唸天主經，聖

母經、光榮經，而不加入默想不能算為教會所稱的「玫瑰經文」。教宗保祿六世曾說：「（默想玫瑰經的奧蹟）是十

分重要的，因為沒有它，玫瑰經就彷彿一個沒有靈魂的軀殼R使我們以最接近耶穌的眼光默想耶穌一生的奧蹟R

（讓）我們吸收奧蹟的不可測量的寶藏。」 
 
十五世紀中葉，嘉篤會隱修士道明布斯傳揚奧蹟的默想，要口誦經文，心想奧跡，來唸經。 
 
這些奧積分為：歡喜五端：救主降生事蹟。痛苦五端：敘述耶穌苦難的救贖事蹟，榮福五端：敘述耶穌聖母在救贖

後的事蹟。 
 
默想奧蹟的方式很多，各地習慣不同。在德國有些人習慣把奧蹟加在每十篇「聖母經」前，如我們現在所唸的方式

相似。也有些唸珠，有六十三粒，每間十粒有一大珠，唸「天主經」用。嘉篤會士道明布斯 Dominic of Prussia 和

道明會士嘉斯德羅的默想方式，喜歡把奧蹟加在每遍聖母經前。

十月-玫瑰聖母月 
16 世紀時，土耳其在地中海擁有龐大的海軍艦隊，企圖橫掃歐洲，消滅基督文

化。而當時教宗庇護五世，為了保全文化、維護聖教，就號召聯軍禦敵。但是聯

軍艦隊力量薄弱，與敵人軍隊勢力懸殊。 

因此教宗只有呼求天上的母親助佑，希望能因此改變情勢，所以下令教會恭唸玫

瑰經，以求取勝利。10 月 7 日，清晨兩方艦隊抵達勒邦太海峽，聯軍將士都在

熱心念玫瑰經，達三小時之久。戰爭開始了，原來有利於土耳其艦隊的風，忽然

轉向，變為有利於聯軍。土耳其戰敗，因此這次戰爭的勝利，教宗深信是由於誦

讀玫瑰經的關係。 

威尼斯議院事後文告各路聯軍說：「給我們勝利的，不是將士，也不是武器，而

是玫瑰聖母。」因此教宗庇護五世於 1571 年制定了「勝利之母節」。及後，教

會於 1960 年修訂為「聖母玫瑰瞻禮」，特以玫瑰經恭敬聖母。以後聖教會把這

敬禮推廣，於是十月成了玫瑰聖母月。 
 
因為玫瑰有「花后」之稱，馨香無比，艷麗絕倫。教會有玫瑰經，就取意它在上主臺台前的芬芳和美麗。天主教

相信諸聖相通功，也就是透過向聖母禱告的方式，傳達意思讓天主明白。聖母經包含教會內主要的教理和動人的

默想，教會珍重它，天上的聖母瑪利亞更喜歡它，聖母確實利用玫瑰經賜給了教會很大的和平，戰勝了教會內外

的敵人。似乎在今世紀上，天主更願意用這個向聖母瑪利亞的敬禮來賜給人類真正的和平。 
 
聖母是救主的母親，擁有高崇的德行，透過讚揚他的方式，不僅瞭解如何跟隨基督，同樣的也向救主傳達我們的祈

禱。而聖母多次顯現都帶給人們玫瑰經，希望人們透過念玫瑰經的方式來讚揚他，因此漸漸的玫瑰就成為一個對聖

母的尊稱了。 
 
在這個月中，讓我們多念玫瑰經及默想玫瑰經的意義。                                              鹽與光

耶穌責備世俗之子的不義，卻藉著他

們的精明來激勵光明之子。 
 
在比喻中耶穌談到「不義的錢財」和

「世俗的事物」。這是兩個類同的說

法。它們都是「別人的財物」，不是

「真實的財物」。「真實的財物」，

譬如天國裡的永生，才是屬於我們各

人自己的。 
 
 在講完了這個比喻之後，耶穌援引兩

句成語：「誰在小事上忠信，在大事

上也必忠信；誰在小事上不忠信，在

大事上，也不忠信」和「沒有一個僕

人能事奉兩個主人。或者是恨這個，

而愛那個；或是依附這個，而輕視那

個」，向祂的門徒們所提出的兩個忠

告。兩個忠告都是關於「世俗的事

物」和「不義的財物」的。香港天主

教聖經學院編寫的《清泉掬水》說得

好：「從人怎樣使用世物，可見他服

侍的主人是誰：天主或金錢。善用財

物者才可得到天上永久的財富。」 
 
從前耶穌給予祂的門徒們的教訓和忠

告，今天對我們仍然十分有用。我們

做基督信徒的，特別是在教會內作神

長的，雖然應有「世俗之子」的精

明，卻絕對不可隨從今日的社會潮

流，貪戀「世俗的事物」和「不義的

財物」。對我們來說，這些都是小

事，都是「別人的財物」，不是「真

實的財物」。天主托給了我們更大的

事，就是「永生」，我們自己的「永

生」和我們所服務的兄弟姐妹們的

「永生」。
